Bo-Kaap neighborhood and the Victoria 
& Alfred Waterfront, the city’s cultural and 
historic heart.

Kapama Private Game Reserve Safari. 
Venture into the amazing South African 
bushveld on fascinating game drives. Cruise 
in an open-top safari vehicle to scout for the 
Big Five: lion, elephant, leopard, rhinoceros 
and Cape buffalo. Early morning and early 
evening outings allow you to see a variety  
of animals in their natural habitats.

Hwange National Park. Delight in a game 
drive at The Hide, a private concession in 
the park that is home to over 100 mammals 
and 400 bird species. Witness some of the 
park’s residents at a popular watering hole!

Victoria Falls. Revel in the glorious beauty  
and power as the cascades crash below. 

Chobe National Park. Spectacular Chobe 
is hailed for its numerous elephant herds 
and varied bird populations. The Chobe 
River gives life to hundreds of animal, bird 
and reptile species that call the floodplains 
home.
