THE PANAMA CANAL 
Step back in time to the turn of the 20th century, when the dream 

of a shortcut between the Atlantic and Pacific was more than just a 
fantasy. It was a strategic imperative. The Panama Canal emerged 

as the solution to centuries of maritime challenge, offering a 
vital link for global trade and military strategy. Spearheaded by 
the United States and completed in 1914, its construction was a

January 15: Panama City, Panama - Embark 1pm
Embark in Panama City, where 17th-century colonial streets meet cafe-lined 
plazas and coastal promenades. 

January 16: Panama Canal Daylight Transit
A daylight passage through the Panama Canal offers a rare, close-up view of 
one of the world’s great engineering achievements in action. As gates close 
and water rises, the ship is lifted from one level to the next before easing back 
down toward the opposite ocean, all experienced while onboard.

January 17: Cartagena, Colombia
Inside sun-drenched stone walls, Cartagena moves to an easy sea-side rhythm. 
Once central to Spanish defense and imperial trade in the Americas, that 
legacy still lingers in the city’s local culture, heard in street music and tasted 
in coastal, spice-forward cuisine.

January 18: Santa Marta, Colombia
Set between sea and mountains, Santa Marta carries a quieter coastal energy. 
Shaded streets, open-air markets, and simple seafood kitchens reflect daily life 
shaped by Indigenous roots, colonial history, and fertile landscapes. 

January 19: Oranjestad, Aruba
Oranjestad, Aruba’s capital and largest city, is shaped by trade winds, colorful 
Dutch architecture, and an enduring aloe plant heritage woven into the island’s 
history. Multilingual conversation, steady breezes, and an outdoor way of life 
define this city’s relaxed, Aruban character.

January 20: Willemstad, Curacao
In Willemstad, brightly painted waterfront buildings line the harbor, and 
the swinging Queen Emma Bridge slowly opens to let ships pass between 
neighborhoods. The historic center, recognized as a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site, reflects centuries of European and Caribbean influence. 

January 21: Cruising the Caribbean Sea
Watch the Caribbean Sea stretch out before you in shades of blue and 
turquoise, with warm water and open horizons all around. A day at sea creates 
space for reading, reflection, and onboard enrichment. 

January 22: Ocho Rios, Jamaica
Ocho Rios draws visitors with waterfalls, river valleys, and forested hills that 
meet the sea. Natural landmarks like Dunn’s River Falls, along with reggae 
rhythms, home-style cooking, and a culture shaped by hospitality, give the 
town its distinctive appeal. 

January 23: George Town, Cayman Islands
Clear waters and white sands surround picturesque George Town, where reef-
lined shores and long beaches frame the coastline. Nearby sites like the well-
known Seven Mile Beach draw visitors from around the world to snorkel, swim, 
and spend long days along the island’s shore.

January 24: Cruising the Caribbean Sea
A day at sea invites both reflection and engagement, whether strolling the 
deck, enjoying the ship’s amenities, or attending an enriching lecture while the 
horizon shifts endlessly around you. 

January 25: Miami, Florida - Disembark 8am
Your journey concludes in Miami, where Latin American culture and seaside 
urban life come together.
