Kava is a traditional ceremonial drink made from the root

of the kava plant. It has been consumed for centuries across
the islands of the South Pacific, particularly in Fiji, Tonga,
Samoa and Vanuatu. More than just a beverage, kava has
deep ancestral roots and plays a central role in social life,
politics and community bonding throughout the Pacific. It's a
bridge between people and sometimes between the physical
and spiritual worlds. Before drinking, participants may say
prayers, chant or call upon ancestors.

The drink is traditionally prepared by mixing ground kava
root with water. The mixture is kneaded and strained,
producing a cloudy, earthy-tasting liquid. The flavor

is often described as bitter, peppery and slightly numbing.

Offering kava to a guest is one of the highest forms of
welcome in many Pacific cultures, and participating in a kava
ceremony allows you to engage with living cultural heritage.
